1885, THE STREET AND LOT ARRANGEMENT WAS MODIFIED FROM THE PREVIOUS SUBMISSIONS, WHICH
WERE VARIATIONS OF THE PLAN SHOWN ON THE PREVIOUS 1883 MAP.IN THESE PLANS, ELLIS STREET
STILL EXISTED AND LOT 13 WAS LABELED AS BLOCK 2. A SEARCH AT THE EL PASO COUNTY CLERK
AND RECORDER'S OFFICE DID NOT REVEAL ANY RECORDED PLAT SHOWING THE ABOVE CONFIGURATION,
HOWEVER THE ORIGINAL DRAWING FOR THIS ARRANGEMENT, DATED MAY 7, 1885,IS CURRENTLY ON

HULBERT BUILT HIS OWN RESIDENCE ON LOTS 5,6, AND 7 OF BLOCK 3. THE ORIGINAL HOUSE ,

THIS SUBDIVISION FEATURED A SERPENTINE ACCESS ROAD LEADING UP TO A DOUBLE LOOP ROAD
SYSTEM. LOTS WERE ARRAYED AROUND THE LOOP, WHICH EXTENDED UP ONTO THE HIGH, SOUTH-
SLOPING HILLSIDE OVERLOOKING THE CURRENT NEIGHBORHOOD. THE FEW HOUSES THAT WERE
CONSTRUCTED HERE CONGREGATED AT THE SOUTHERN EDGE OF THE SUBDIVISION, WITH THE
EXCEPTION OF A LARGE HOUSE AT THE TOP OF THE HILL, VISIBLE IN HISTORIC PHOTOGRAPHS OF

THE AREA. THE PROPERTY AT THE TOP OF THE HILL NOW CONTAINS A STORAGE FACILITY AND IS
OUTSIDE OF THE SURVEY AREA BOUNDARIES. PLACER AVENUE WAS EVENTUALLY RENAMED AS MIDLAND
AVENUE ACCORDING TO A 1905 MAP PRODUCED BY DURFEE & FULLER OF COLORADO SPRINGS.

BY IDA LAYCOCK. SHE RESIDED AT 535 CANON AVENUE, WHICH STILL SITS ON LOT 32 AND WAS ONE
OF THE EARLIEST STRUCTURES IN THE NEIGHBORHOOD, PROBABLY COMPLETED PRIOR TO 1880. THE
REMAINDER OF BELLE VIEW ADDITION CONSISTED OF LOT 16 OF THE MANITOU HEIGHTS SUBDIVISION
(PREVIOUSLY DIVIDED IN HALF AND OWNED BY SEPARATE PARTIES) AND A SMALL TRACT OF LAND TO
THE SOUTH OF LOT 16 KNOWN AS "MESA PLACE", JOINTLY OWNED BY ALL PARTIES.
